 The consolidated results of Students’ Feedback on Curriculum for the academic year 

2022-2023 are shown in table-1 and Graph-1. Among the 11 statements/variables undertaken 

for the study to analyze the students’ feedback on curriculum the weighted score is computed 

by consolidating the score given by the students.  Based on the computation of the results, the 

score was observed to be in the range of 4.5 to 5.00.  For the variables, ‘Efforts to cover 

100% syllabus’ was rated highest as highest score is noticed in case of students’ feedback 

pertaining to syllabus completion. A score of 4.9 is noticed in case of Use of other methods 

of teaching.  Similarly, a weighted score of 4.8 is noticed for the variables ‘interest 

generation(4.8), clarity of expressions (4.8), level of latest developments in the subject(4.8), 

value added courses included (4.8) and relevance of curriculum in career(4.8). A score of 4.7 

is noticed for encouraging the students for study projects. Depth of subject explained retained 

a score of 4.6 and encouraging questions on topic  and use of teaching models retained a 

score of 4.5.

 The consolidated results of Teachers’ Feedback on Curriculum for the academic year 

2022-2023 are shown in table-1 and Graph-1 reveals that Teachers have rated ‘Excellent’ to 

coverage of the Curriculum in catering professional needs (4.85), relevance of Curriculum 

helping the students to attain programme outcomes(4.80), relevance of Curriculum in relation 

to latest technology in the industry (4.55), relevance of value added courses offered(4.60), 

facilities for delivering the course content(4.65), relevance of Curriculum in making students 

employable(4.80) and usefulness of teachers’ training given for effective teaching(4.70). 

 The aggregate mean is computed to determine the overall feedback of teachers on 

Curriculum.  The aggregate mean value equals to 4.71 which meets the results ‘Excellent’. 

Hence, the results supporting the conclusion that Teachers have positively responded to 

coverage and relevance of curriculum implemented in the college.  The study on suggestions 

given by the teachers (on a sample of 5 respondents) show that, teachers have expressed the 

need for increasing the participation and facilitation to attend to improve training skills in 

workshops and seminars.  Further, teachers’ have requested the management to include more 

updated technology tools in Labs, facilities to students to teach more about latest technology 

and trends to the students.

 Results presented in table-1 and Graph-1 shows the summary of feedback results 

obtained from Employers for the academic year 2022-2023. Dimension wise weighted mean 

is computed and the results are compared with range.  Comparison of means with range show 

that Employers have rated ‘Excellent to overall performance of students(4.35), Course 

Curriculum(4.30), practical knowledge of students(4.55), value added courses in the 

institution(4.85), communication skills(4.45), sufficiency of courses related to industry(4.50) 

and relevance of program in present job responsibility(4.70).  However, Employers have 

rated ‘Very Good’ to relevance of electives in the curriculum. 

 Overall aggregate mean computed is 4.49.  The mean value lies in the range of     

“Excellent”.  Hence, it can be noticed that, Employers overall feedback show positive opinion 

on students of the institution with reference to the 10 select dimensions reflecting the overall 

performance of the students, curriculum and infrastructure of the college. 

Action taken Report:

The consolidated mean score of Alumni respondents collected by using a 

questionnaire on a sample of 20 respondents pertaining to curriculum for the academic year 

2022-2023 are shown in table-1 and the aggregate results are shown in graph-1.  The 

consolidated weighted mean results for each parameter are graphically represented. The 

aggregate responses of Alumni respondents pertaining to curriculum show that, pertaining to 

‘required skills and competencies’, the consolidated mean score obtained is 4.70 which in the 

range of ‘Excellent’.  With reference to ‘relevance of Courses and Contents’, the consolidated 

mean score computed is 4.50 which falls in the range of ‘Excellent’.  Results on ‘relevance to 

latest technology in the industry’, the consolidated mean score obtained is 4.66 (in the range 

of Excellent), a score of 4.4 (in the range of Excellent) is observed for ‘coverage to 

professional needs’.  A Score of 4.40 is obtained for ‘objectives relevance to the course 

content’.  Further, for ‘value added courses to developing disposition in the career’, a score of 

4.80 is observed (in the range of Excellent) and for ‘relevance of curriculum in career 

Orientation’, a consolidated mean value of 4.50 is observed.  The computed mean for each of 

the seven parameters is in the range of 4.4 to 4.8.  Comparison of individual mean scores, it is 

noticed that coverage of curriculum to professional needs and objectives relevance to course 

contents are the key areas that Alumni have expressed for improvement.  

The overall aggregate mean for the seven parameters is 4.56.  The comparison of 

aggregate mean with reference to range set in the methodology showing the indicator as 
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‘Excellent’. Hence, it is interpreted that on an average, Alumni members have positively 

responded to the courses in curriculum implemented in the college. 

Action taken Report: 

 As per the suggestions/comments received from the Alumni for the academic year 

2022-2023, it is noticed that, the alumni have expressed for syllabus and curriculum design 

must be in accordance with professional needs.  Further, the Alumni have expressed the 

views to get connected with the students through a dedicated web portal and separate link in 

the college website. Based on the suggestions, the college management has prepared the 

action plan and implemented to incorporate the current trends in industry through add on 

courses to supplement to the coverage to professional needs.  Further, the faculty members of 

each department are inviting the Industry experts and Alumni to interact with the students and 

learn the insights of the industry for better preparedness of the students.  College 

management has given direction to the inclusion of Alumni Connect information in the 

existing hyper link of college website.  
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ACTION TAKEN REPORT OF FEED BACK FOR THE 

ACADEMIC YEAR 2022-23 

The feedback collected from students, teachers, parents and alumni analyzed and the action 

taken report is as follows: 

 Even though the affiliating college has little role to play in curriculum framing, the 

faculty of the college, as members of BOS of affiliating university, are involved in the 

process of content improvement of the syllabus.
